This survey
asks adults aged 18+ who are receiving services about
their quality of life and how they feel about the services
they receive. This year they are surveying over 1,700
people across New York State. The NCI In-Person Survey is
optional and will not impact the current services or
supports a person receives from OPWDD.

Letters to eligible participants were sent out in early
February 2024, letting them know that they may be asked
to participate in the NCI In-Person Survey. The OPWDD
interview team is starting fo confact people fo schedule
a HIPAA-compliant Zoom interview.

“"With new guidance, the U.S. Department of Education is
pushing schools to ensure that all students with disabilities
have the assistive technology they need and the supports
to use it effectively.

The agency issued a "“Dear Colleague” letter and a 24-
page "myths and facts” document this week aimed at
clarifying schools’ responsibilities to provide various aids.

Under the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act, the
agency said that every time an individualized education
program feam meets to develop, review or revise a
student’s IEP, they are required to factor whether the
child needs assistive technology devices and services.”

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Study Finds Widely Available Drug May Lower Anxiety in
Those with Autism (via Disability Scoop)

“New research suggests that a decades-old drug can
alleviate anxiety issues in kids and young adults with
autism. Individuals on the spectrum who took the blood
pressure medication propranolol exhibited significantly
less anxiety after three months compared to those given
a placebo, according to findings published recently in
the journal Psychopharmacology.

For the study, 69 participants with autism between the
ages of 7 and 24 were randomly assigned fo take
propranolol or a placebo. They were assessed at the
outset and then again after 12 weeks. The researchers
found that anxiety declined in those in the propranolol
group, but no changes were observed in social
communication skills.”

Campers can expect
to have the traditional summer camp experience
complete with cabin sleeping, dining hall meals,
campfires, lake swimming, archery, singing, dancing, lots
of silliness and special new friendships. Their low staff
ratio offers support for campers across the autism
spectrum, with requirements for independence with
toileting, showering, and an absence of regular
aggressive behavior. Staff are highly trained to support
fransitions, offer accommodations to maximize camper
access to activities, and scaffold social interactions to
facilitate relationship building. They will have a nurse on
camp af all times, accommodations for most dietary

restrictions, and financial aid available to families
needing support in paying camper tuition.

He first got involved with the organization
nearly 20 years ago, and since then, the former
quarterback has helped raise over $300,000 for the
cause.”

Guiding Eyes has also opened up adoptions for those
dogs not selected for guide work that can make great
companions. Guiding Eyes dogs that are adopted for
pets cannot be used or trained as guide dogs or other
service animals with public access privileges. Breeds
available include Labrador Retrievers and German
Shepherds.

For a limited time, they are accepting new applications
to adopt puppies aged 8-12 weeks old. Only families who
are prepared to welcome a puppy info their home
between now and the end of March 2024 should apply.
