Putnam County now has an
authentic “Ragged Old Flag”.

This past Memorial Day at the
Watchfires this wonderful flag was
discovered in a black garbage bag
full of flags to be retired. When is
was pulled out of the bag the was
an air of excitement .

Civil War ended April 9, 1865 so while
Nevada was a state during the Civil War
the 36 star flag was not part of that war.
Nebraska became the 37th state March
1, 1867 so the 36 star flag flew until July
4, 1867. Nevada became the second of
two states added to the Union during
the Civil War (the first being West
Virginia) and became known as the
“Battle Born State” as a result of
when it achieved statehood.
