The Lifetime Liberty Pass allows qualified New
York State (NY State) Veterans and Gold Star Par-
ents, Spouses, and Children discounted use of state
parks, historic sites, and recreational facilities oper-
ated by the Office of Parks, Recreation and Historic
Preservation (NY State Parks) and the Department
of Environmental Conservation (DEC). Once is-

sued, the Lifetime Liberty Pass will never expire.

The Lifetime Liberty Pass benefits include free ve-
hicle entry to most state-operated parks and DEC—
Operated day-use areas, as well as numerous state-
operated boat launch sites, historic sites, arbore-
tums, and park preserves; free greens fees at state-
operated golf courses; free swimming pool entrance
at State Park pools; and discounted camping and
cabin rentals at most State Park and DEC
Campgrounds. The pass holder must be present
when utilizing the pass for its intended benefits.
The Lifetime Liberty Pass is not valid for amenities,
including some services or locations operated by
concessionaires or partners. A listing of these loca-

tions can be found at the bottom of this webpage.

To see a complete listing of benefits, restrictions,

and rules, refer to the Lifetime Liberty Guidelines

encompass:

1. All Veterans — regardless of whether they have a VA disability
compensation rating — discharged or released from service under
conditions other than dishonorable; and

2. Gold Star Parents, Gold Star Spouses, and Gold Star Children

Once issued by the New York State Department of Parks, Recreation &
Historic Preservation, the Lifetime Liberty Pass — as the name implies —
will never ex-

pire.

New York State driver’s license or non-driver’s ID card will be able to use
that license to gain the free admission at New York State Parks that have a
staffed admission gate. (Parks that have only an unstaffed admission kiosk,
however, will still require the use of the Lifetime Liberty Pass card).

Please note that the definition in this new law regarding eligibility for Gold
Star Parents, Spouses, and Children is taken from Title 10, Section 1126, of
the United States Code. It requires that the death occur “while engaged in
an action against an enemy of the United States; while engaged in military
operations involving conflict with an opposing foreign force; or while serv-
ing with friendly foreign forces engaged in an armed conflict in which the
United States is not a belligerent party against an opposing armed force; or
who [lose] their lives after March 28, 1973, as a result of” a terrorist attack
against the United States or a foreign nation friendly to the United States,
or military operations outside the USA while serving as a member of a
peacekeeping force.

Additionally, please remember that a Veteran or Gold Star Parent, Spouse,
or Child must be a New York State resident to qualify for the Lifetime Lib-
erty Pass.
